Keisei Skyliner (京成スカイライナー) 

Take Keisei Skyliner from Narita Airport. Like JR Lines, you can catch Keisei Lines both 

from 1st and 2nd Airport Terminals. Purchase tickets all the way to JR Sugamo Station 

at Narita Airport Keisei Line Ticket Counters or ticket vending machines. 

*1st Terminal:”Narita Airport Sta.”  |  2nd Terminal: “Airport Terminal 2 Sta.”  

Get off at Keisei Nippori Station(京成線 日暮里駅), and transfer to JR Yamanote Line

（JR 山手線). To transfer, you need to go through a turnstile once, then take 

Yamanote line bound for “Tabata(田端) and Ikebukuro(池袋)” from #11 platform(11

番線/Juichi Bansen). It might be easier to find it if you remember that a symbol color 

of Yamanote Line is Light Green. 

Sugamo Station is 4 Stations away from Nippori Station. Get off at Sugamo Station, 

and go up stairs to exit the station. There is only one ticket gate. Get out of Sugamo 

Station from Shomen Guchi Exit (正面口). Follow the Direction Map below to get to 

Weekly Mansion Sugamo. It takes about 7-8 minutes on foot from the station.

After getting out of JR Sugamo Station from Front Exit (正面口｜Shomenguchi), you’ll see a 

sign with a map indicating “巣鴨地蔵通り(Sugamo Jizo Dori)”(①) or “a police box or 

Koban(交番)”(②) on your right.  In front of you is a main street called “Hakusan Dori Street 

(白山通り)”. You want to follow it along toward “巣鴨地蔵通り(Sugamo Jizo Dori)”, or 

Northwest by turning right facing the main street.  After a police box, you should soon 

notice a Seven Eleven convenience store(③) on your right. Keep going straight until you see 

“Matsumoto Kiyoshi(マツモトキヨシ)”(④), a drug store across the street. Cross the street 

there, and keep going toward “Jizo Dori(地蔵通り)” under a mini shopping arcade with solar 

panels on the rooftop(⑤).  Along the way, you should also notice “Bank of Tokyo Mitsubishi 

UFJ (三菱東京 UFJ 銀行)”(⑥), McDonald’s(マクドナルド)(⑦) and then “Silk(シルク)”(⑧), a 

100-yen shop, on the left side of the street.  Right after the McDonald’s and “Silk”, you 

should notice paper lanterns like in the picture(⑨), which is part of “Shinshoji Temple:真性

寺(しんしょうじ)”. Make a left turn at the corner and go straight into the residential area.  

After three blocks, you should see “Pizza Hut (ピザハット)”(⑩) shop at the right corner, turn 

right and keep going for about a block and a half, then you should see a big sign which 

should read “フレックステイ巣鴨  (Flex-stay Sugamo)”, that is the “Weekly Mansion 

SUGAMO(ウィークリーマンション巣鴨)”(⑫) on your left. Check-in at the front desk 

downstairs (フロント  B1F)(⑬).
